CANTERBURY CRICKET SCHOLARSHIPS

The scholarships were established in 1998 to assist students of high sporting achievement to undertake tertiary study and cricket development at Lincoln University.

Regulations
1.
The awards shall be known as the Canterbury Cricket Scholarships.

2.
The number of scholarships to be awarded in any year shall be determined by the Vice-Chancellor. 

3.
To be eligible to hold a scholarship applicants shall:


(a)
register for a full time Lincoln University undergraduate degree programme , and


(b)
gain NCEA Level Three Certificate, including University Entrance, (or an equivalent entrance qualification), and


(c)
be a New Zealand citizen or New Zealand Permanent Resident, and


(d)
have played for a secondary school First XI cricket team or be an age-group representative player or have the potential to play representative cricket, and


(e)
be available, if selected, to represent the Canterbury province for the full duration of the representative season, and 


(f)
be willing to promote both Lincoln University and the sports scholarship programme positively, and


(g)
be willing to agree to be involved in Lincoln University publicity activities from time to time both while studying at Lincoln University and on occasions after having Graduated, and

(h)
be willing to agree not to charge Lincoln University for the involvement referred to in clauses 3(f) and 3(g), and

(i)
be willing to agree to the terms of the scholarship which will be specified in the code of conduct.  

4.
Each scholarship shall be tenable for the minimum number of subjects required to complete the recipient’s course of study and shall comprise:


(a)
payment, via credit to the students  fees account, of an amount equal to the tuition fees payable by that student, and


(b)
access to the Lincoln University sports scholarship development programme


(c)
access to the Canterbury Cricket Association development programme.

(d)
Where an applicant for a scholarship has been registered for his or her course of study prior to the commencement of the scholarship, the tenure of the scholarship will be reduced by the number of subjects the student has already had credited towards that qualification.

Note:  The tenure of the scholarship is intended to be limited to semester one and two of each academic year.  If a scholar elects to undertake summer school subjects, the student shall pay the tuition fees for those subjects unless extraordinary circumstances exist and the student has obtained the agreement of Lincoln University to pay those fees as part of the scholarship.

5.
(a)
Continuation of scholar’s entitlement to hold a scholarship is conditional upon:



(i)
satisfactory academic and sporting progress being maintained throughout the student’s course of study, and



(ii)
the student registering for their stated course of study at Lincoln University by the fourteenth day of  each semester of each year of tenure.



Note:  Satisfactory academic progress is defined as having passed eight subjects in each twelve month period.  Generally the period will be assessed for the twelve months prior to the commencement of semester one.  If a student enters the sports scholarship programme in semester two the twelve month period will run to the commencement of semester two of the following year.  Satisfactory sporting progress is defined as participating in the Lincoln University sports scholarship development programme to the standard required by Lincoln University and Canterbury Cricket.


(b)      Lincoln University will review the progress of each scholar, in consultation with the Canterbury Cricket Association, at the end of each semester.  If a scholar’s performance has not been satisfactory the Vice Chancellor may suspend or terminate the scholarship. 


(c)
The Vice Chancellor may elect to allow a scholar to continue to hold his or her scholarship, if the student has failed one or more subjects in a semester but is able to obtain equivalent credits towards his or her course of study at Summer School.  In such cases the student must maintain satisfactory academic progress by the commencement of semester one of the following year to retain his or her entitlement to hold a scholarship for that year.   The student will meet the cost of subjects taken at Summer School for this purpose.


(d)
Each scholar will be advised in writing if his or her performance has not been satisfactory and of the consequences of such a finding.  

6.
The scholarships will be awarded by the Vice-Chancellor on the recommendation of a selection   committee, which shall comprise:


(a)
The Vice-Chancellor or nominee


(b)
The Convenor of the Lincoln University Scholarships Committee or nominee, and


(c)
The Executive Director of the Canterbury Cricket Association or nominee.

7.
The criteria for the award shall be potential for:


(a)
academic success, and


(b)
sporting success.


The selection committee may recommend that no scholarship be awarded if in its opinion there is no candidate of sufficient merit.  

8.
The scholarships may be held with any other award unless the rules of the other award preclude it, provided that in all cases Lincoln University may require the scholar to pay all or part of his or her tuition fees from funds available to the scholar from any other award. 


For the purposes of these regulations an award includes a scholarship, bursary, prize or fellowship.


If a scholar is also awarded a Prime Ministers Scholarship the scholar will be permitted to participate in the sports scholarship development programme but his/her fees will be paid by the Prime Ministers scheme.   

9.
Once the scholarship has commenced, the Vice-Chancellor, at his or her discretion, may grant a temporary suspension of the scholarship, for up to one year having taken into account the scholar’s circumstances and the progress of study.  

10.
Upon application in writing, notwithstanding clauses 3 and 5, the Vice-Chancellor, at his or her discretion may allow part time registration if there are exceptional sporting commitments. Conditions may be imposed with such granting of the application.

11.
The scholarship may be terminated by the Vice-Chancellor at any time on receipt of a report from the Lincoln University Vice-Chancellor’s Sports Scholarship Management Committee and/or the Canterbury Cricket Association that the conduct or progress of the scholar has been unsatisfactory.

12.
The Vice-Chancellor may relax or modify the application of any of these regulations in 

special circumstances or in order to avoid hardship to any scholar or applicant for a scholarship.

13.
Application forms are available from the Scholarships Office, Lincoln University, with whom applications close on 31 August each year.
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
